ABOUT THE MEETING

Participants
are selected on the relevance and scientific merit of
their abstracts, and approximately 30 of those
attending the meeting are chosen to give an oral
presentation. Because of the size of the lecture
hall, and in order to maintain an atmosphere
conducive to active discussion, participants are
limited to 110.
